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In an IB P¥P (Primary Years Programme] school, the action
process is a fundamental component of the curriculum that
emphasizes the impartance of student agency and personal
responsibility in learning. The process encourages students
to take meaningful action based on their inguiries and
reflections. Here's a briet overview:

1. Inquiry-Based Learning: Students engage in in-depth
inquiries into various topics, often through wnits of
inquiry that explore concepts across subjects. This
exploration helps them develop a desper undarstanding
and encourages them to think critically.

2 Reflection: As students delve into their inguiries, they
retlect on what they've learnad and how it connects to
thair own lives and the world around them. Retlection is
key ta understanding the relevance of their learming.

3.Action: Based on their reflections and insights, students
are encouraged to take action. This action can be
parsanal, such as changing their own behaviar or
attitudes, or mare communal, like initiating projects ar
participating in activities that benehit others. The action
is intended to reflect the values and understandings they
hawe gained through their inguiries.

4. Sharing and Celebrating: Students share their actions
and their impacts with the school community. This
sharing not only celebrates their achievements but also
inspires others and reinforces the wvalue of taking
meaningful action.

Through this process, students in the PYP develop a sense of
responsibility, become active learners, and contribute
pasitively to their communities, aligning with the program’s
goal of fostering intemationally minded individuals.
